THE POWER OFENDOWMENT

Over the next 25 years, the Reg and Lorna Braidé Seniors Fund established at $1,200,000 is
estimated to generate grants of $1,207,938 (based on 3.5% available to grant annually) and
will have an estimated market value of $1,655,693 net of fees and based on an assumed 7%
rate of return), even if no further donations are made to the fund. The $1,655,693 remains
invested to earn revenue and generate grants year after year. This is how an endowment fund
can turn a one-time gift into a gift that keeps on giving.
